It was RESOLVED to submit the following comment.
We recommend granting of the application, but recommend the application is subject to the following conditions:

T1- T1 has a very large old wound near to the base which has de-laminated and has a lot of die back and the tips of the crown. Council would recommend a high pollard of this stem to remove the weight of the crown, this will also clear the power lines and the BT wire.
T2 – A twin stemmed tree, it would benefit from a 3.5 metre crown and reduction and deadwood.

T4- A multi stemmed tree, with a poor crown, the stems are quite thin and a bit leggy, Council would recommend a high pollard.
T5- A multi stemmed tree, the crown is far heavier on the roadside due to the tree being cut back on the property side at earlier time so Council would recommend a slightly heavier reduction of 4-4.5 metres and deadwood while maintaining the balance of the tree. 

Council would recement that the tress be revisited on a 3–5-year cycle under a general maintenance prune.

Council see no reason to refuse the application, but the original specification be changed, a 6-metre reduction of T4 and T5 would be detrimental to the tree.
